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LETTER FROM THE ELDER 

OF THE MONTH –  
                    Jean Garvey 

 
We are now in the season of Lent, a time of 

preparation for Easter. This is an opportunity to 

make ourselves spiritually ready for the events 

of Holy Week so we can truly understand and 

even be a part of those events.  

 Jesus also had to prepare for this time. 

As an observant Jew in his era, there were 

requirements for Passover preparation.  

 As you recall, Passover was the 

commemoration of God’s help in getting the 

Israelites out of Egypt. After many plagues had 

been visited on the Egyptians and Pharaoh 

would not release the Israelites, God promised 

to kill all the first-born of Egypt including 

children and livestock. The Israelites were 

given instructions to select a perfect lamb, 

slaughter it according to God’s instructions, 

and to mark the top and sides of their doors 

with the blood. By this sign, God would know 

the Israelite homes and “pass over” them.  

 Each year the Jewish people were to 

celebrate these events with a special meal to 

take place in Jerusalem. Every observant Jew 

who was able traveled to Jerusalem to visit the 

temple. After the journey, they needed to 

undergo ritual cleansing before taking part in 

the Passover. They were also instructed to be in 

Jerusalem 5 days before the Passover on the 

day that the sacrificial lamb was selected. Jesus 

entered Jerusalem on this day, the day we 

celebrate as Palm Sunday. He was hailed as the 

Savior, but the people thought that he would be 

the leader who would overthrow all the 

oppressors of the Jewish people. The 

“hosannas” that they cried out, literally mean 

“please save us.” 

 Jesus also gave instructions for 

preparation of a room for the Passover. After 

celebrating Passover with his disciples, he went 

into the garden to pray, another step in 

preparation for His death.  

 Even as Jesus prepared, so we should 

prepare. We may not have the physical 

requirements, but we should spend time in 

prayer and meditation to make sure we are 

ready to appreciate Jesus’ sacrifice and God’s 

power over death, celebrated at Easter. 

 Let us set aside time from our busy 

schedules to consider all that God has done for 

us and be ready for His gifts in the future. See 

you in church!
